Pilot Grubich’'s combat duty

V1kt0r Alekseevich Grubich was born in
1919 on a steadying near Dikanka village
of Poltava region. As an adolescent, he stud-
ied at Poltava aeroclub, but didn’t stop at that.
In 1939 he entered the military aviation
college in Chuguey city, from which he grad-
uated in June 1940. Shortly he was assigned to
a regiment located in Chirchik city, near
Tashkent. There he first served as a pilot-
instructor, then started teaching the cadets.
In early hours of June 22 of 1941 he was on
duty at the airdrome. The tranquil cope of
heaven, relaxing from the southern swelter,
looked just as vast as back at home. At dawn
the phone got ringing. Commander’s voice
was full of worry but quite clear. He ordered to
redouble vigilance — no one must be allowed
to the airdrome without permission. Battle
alarm was sounded. By noon the whole regi-
ment was standing at attention and listening to
the Commander. Last night — he told —
Luftwaffe had been bombing Kiev, Kharkov,
Minsk and other our cities. The Wehrmacht’s
